Blue Terriers, Soft Coated Wheaten Terriers, Staffordshire Bull Terriers, Chinese Shar-Pei, Chow Chows, Keeshonden 
& Polish Lowland Sheepdogs. (Boykin Spaniels & Whippets may be judged on the table, ramp or on the ground.)
Basset Hounds & Bulldogs are expected to be judged on the ramp during breed judging.
This list may be revised from time to time, and the current list can be found on the AKC website in Judging Operations. 
A judge requesting the use of a ramp must give reasonable notice to the Show Superintendent/Show Secretary 
prior to the day of the show. AKC approval is not required.

No gasoline or diesel generators are permitted inside any building or within 100 feet of any tent in which this dog 
show is conducted.
As specified in Chapter 12, Section 4 of the AKC Rules Applying to Dog Shows, information contained on the entry 
form is required to be published in the club’s show catalog. This information is also subject to publication in other media.
Entry Fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or 
barred from competition by action of the event's Show Committee. If because of riots, wars, strikes, civil disturbances, 
national emergencies, health emergencies, and the dictates of law enforcement or of the owner(s) of the grounds and/
or facilities or other acts beyond the control of the management it is impossible to open or to complete the show, no 
refund of entry fee will be made. Extreme weather conditions, such as, but not limited to, snow storms, hurricanes, 
lightning, extreme heat, heavy rains, or other circumstances including, but not limited to, the condition of the facilities 
or grounds and/or the ingress and egress from the grounds, must be considered for the health and safety of the dogs, 
exhibitors and spectators. The well-being of dogs, exhibitors and spectators is of paramount importance and, in the 
event it is necessary to cancel or stop the show before completion, no refund of entry fee will be made.
